2. Mandate Fulfillment

Media impact on foreign relations and peace processes has been;f
increasing. As observers/reporters, the media gather and select news,?
construct realities, generate meanings, and represent them to the -
public; as participants in foreign affairs, they supply information to
policy makers; and extract information from them; as catalysts,'theyi
influence decision making in key-issues; and, as globalization agents,
they change traditional diplomacy, offer new diplomatic resources, and
add arenas of international dialogue.

Framing peace coverage in war discourse involves the use of war
discourse in the coverage of peace. Trivialization of peace coverage
refers to the upgrading of trivial information, in the absence of
peace stories that satisfy news-value standards. Ritualization of
Peace coverage involves intensive, repetitive and performative
coverage of representational behaviors, as in Dayan's and Katz's media
évents (Dayan and Katz, 1992).




The following hypotheses will be tested in this context:

* In the media "frame-contest" of war and peace stories, the use of
war frames to cover peace accepts the low news-value of peace storlesf
and thus does not enhance the development of alternative frames. S

* The appealing touch of trivial stories might add some news-value tdn;

* Ritualization lends itself to alternative framing more than other
strategies.
