I'm writing to request discretionary support from The
California Wellness Foundation for the Cultural Environment
Movement (CEM) headed by Professor George Gerbner who you
met with recently, and who briefed you at length about their
new organization. Public Media Center is assisting in this
effort with strategic counseling and in the capacity as
fiscal sponsor for this exciting new effort.

As you know, the CEM is a nonprofit coalition of inde-
pendent organizations and supporters in every state of the
U.S. and 57 other countries on six continents. Its over 150
affiliated and supporting organizations and its individual
supporters represent a wide range of social and cultural
concerns. They are united in working for freedom, fairness,
diversity, responsibility, respect for cultural integrity,
the protection of children, and democratic decision-making
in the cultural mainstream.

The CEM Founding Convention in St. Louis March 15-17
was the most diverse representation of leaders and activists
in the field of culture and communications that has ‘ever met
in the United States. Keynote speakers included Joan Brown
Campbell, General Secretary of the National Council of
Churches, writer and ecologist Bill McKibben, Washington

The Founding Convention approved an action program, a
Viewers’ Declaration of Independence, and a People’s Com-
munication Charter. Major projects necessary for multiplying
the energy and enthusiasm generated by the Founding Conven-
tion and for establishing a functioning coalition are:

« enlarge the CEM board of directors from the current 13
to 21 members, with at least 5 from California;

* convene a meeting of the new board in California in
fall 1996 to discuss and approve long-range plans;

*+ prepare materials approved by the Founding Convention
for publication in wvarious forms, including a
membership sc¢licitation brochure and a newsletter;

» develop a newspaper advertising campaign soliciting
members, affiliates, and announcing regilonal actiwvities
(as well as featured CEM speakers and projects);

* organize a Speakers Bureau; 3

* develop a general mailing to more than 3,000 affiliates
and supporters in the CEM database, soliciting dues and
contributions. ‘

The challenge now, and the task for which funds are re-
quested, is to implement this mandate with a special
‘emphasis on activity in California in which one or two
communities would be selected to develop local CEM chapters
with the. following goals:

+ empower local people to address the impact cf TV;

* develop effective media access reform strategies
involving a broad base of the community;

* put the cultural environment of each community back
into the hands of the people who live there.

our work of the last six months focused mostly on
realizing the mandate of the Founding Convention. The
Convention documents are in the enclosed CEM Monitor. The
response to that mailing will indicate the size and
composition of the coalition and other affiliated and
supporting organizations and individuals.

As you know, CEM is not a fire brigade trying to put
out the brushflres that break out every week. Our
affiliates do a good job of that, and we support them as
much as we can., Treating symptoms on a "retail" basis is a
necessary and useful task. But if we ignore the wholesale
manufacturing of the conditions that produce those symptoms,
we will be treatlng worse and worse symptoms every year.
Our task, then, is to build a coalition that can address
that basic structural condition. No other group is prepared
to take on that challenge. e

The "Viewers’ Declaration of Independence" (see CEM
Monitor), describes the transformation of a culture of
human story-tellers into a culture of industrialized
story-sellers. The "Peoples’ Communication Charter" (also
in the CEM Monitor)}, advances international standards of
communication rights designed to address these
distortions. The "Agenda for ACthh," proposes spe01f1c
items for funding and doing.

Another follow-up of the Founding Convention is the-
reconstitution of our Board of Directors to include new
leadership that emerged at and since the Convention. The

- status of each member of the reconstituted Board is
indicated by footnotes on the attached list. (Incidentally,
if you wish to make corrections or other changes in the
brief description that follows your name, please let me
know. )

The "old" members of tha Board may recall that a list
of proposed members was approved at the August 9 Board

meeting. The current list contains a few changes. Turnover
on the Board opened some new positions. Some candidates on
the list of prospective members could not serve, opening
more new positions. Invitations were extended and accepted
(or awaiting final response) that will f£ill all open
positions, plus a few more. If we suffer from an
embarrassment of riches, I plead guilty and beg your
indulgence and support. I think you will agree that this is
an extraordinarily distinguished international group of
leaders in public health, religion, labor, ecology, women’s
organizations, consumer and children’s advocates, the
African-American, Hispanic-American, Asian-American and
other communities, anti-violence groups, gay and lesbian
groups, the human rights movement, media-watch associations,
disabled or otherwise labeled and stigmatized folks,
philanthropic and other foundation officials, and leading
story-tellers, authors and educators.

In order to move quickly, we are trying to raise funds
for a two-day retreat for our enlarged and reconstituted
Board on November 15-16 probably at the Asilomar Conference
Center in California. The retreat will be an opportunity
for Board members to exchange ideas, review and make policy,
and advance new initiatives. Please save the date; if you
can help with funding, let me know immediately. With about
40 members expected, I estimate the need at $50,000.
