Thomas H. Guback graduated magna cum laude from Rutgers in
1958. An M.S. in Radio-Television with a Ph.D. in Communications at
Hlinois was corpleted from 1959 to 1964. He has taught in the Institute of
Communications Research since February 1966. Mr. Guback became a
Research Professor of Communications in 1977, and a second title as
Professor of Media Studies was added in 1991. He received a joint
appointment as Professor of Advertising in 1989. Since 1994 he has served
as Associate Director for Graduate Studies, Institute of Communications
Research, and was Acting Director January-June 1993,

Professor Guback’s major reseaxch interests are the economic
structures and policies of communications media, the use and impact of new
communications technology, ethical and moral implications of
comumunications policies, and international communications flow.

He has been a member of the Center for Advanced Study, the
Center for International Comparative Studies, and a Fellow with the National
Endowment for the Humanities. In 1984, he completed faculty study in a
second discipline -- law. Since July 1987, Professor Guback has been writer
and on-air host of Silver Screen -- a program devoted to dassxml motion
pictures on WILL-TV,

His earliest book has had a major impact on the field -- The
International Film Industry published by Indiana University Press in 1969

Industri ternatio del Cine, Madrid, 1980). And his three
monographs are classics: One prepared for the European Institute for the
Media, a second written for UNESCO with Tapio Varis (Transnational
Communication and Cultural Industries), and Soviet Broadcasting and the
Role of V.1 Lenin with St:phen Hl!l He co-authored Who Owns the Media?
Concentration o ne 0, nications Indu and
contributed to Last Rights: Revisiting Pour Theores of the Press. In 1994 he
edited Counterclockwise: Perspectives on Communpicatjon by Dallas Smythe.
His artides and book chapters have been published across the globe -- from
South Africa to Austria and Czechoslovakia to Uppsala -- and have been
translated into Spanish, German, French, talian, Polish, Swedish, among
others.

Mr. Guback has consulted and testified regularly regarding the
motion picture business: in a securities fraud suit; in Seattle, Chicago and
elsewhere on antitrust suits; through a report for the Commission of
Furopean Communities; as expert witness in U.S, Tax Court (Boston) for
Redstone Cinema in a suit against the Internal Revenue Service; preparing
an affidavit on trade practices in film distribution; in writing a report for the
Second German TV Network; as a consultant to the National Asscciation of
Theatre Owners (New York); and through a report on multinational
corporations in the distribution business for UNESCO.

In November 1993, Professor Guback presented the first Smythe
Memorial Lecture at Simon Fraser University. In 1996 he received the
Dallas Smythe Award from the Union for Democratic Communication.
