He was previousely on the faculties
of Temple, Jefferson and Maryland Universities as well as the Director
of Community and Family Intervention at The Eastern Pennsylvania
Psychiatric Institute in Philadelphia where he also headed The Na-
tional Drug Education and Training Center. Dr. Rueveni is the author of
two books and numerous publications on topics of therapeutic interven-
tions. In recent years he has planned and coordinated three major con- -
ferences on youth violence and is planning to chair the national confer-
ence on Youth, School and Media Violence. Dr. Rueveni was recently
invited by the Children’s Defense Fund in Washington D.C. To help
chart a new organization the Anti-Violence Network and while there
was also part of a group invited to the White House to meet Hillary
Rodham Clinton.
