Probable cross-references are listed for some of the sugges-
ted entries. When an entry and a eross—referenced entry fall under
different Section Editors, both editors will have to review both
entries, to ensure adequate cross-disciplinary checking.

In Area IV, the biographical list, no names of living persons
are at present listed. A policy for living pecople will be deter~
mined later.

These lists, representing only a fraction of the eventual
Encyclopedia content, can provide a basis for beginning work

on the project.
